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LOW RESPONSE SCORE: The Low Response Score (LRS) is a metric
developed by the Census Bureau to predict the percentage of
households who will not self-respond to the Decennial Census. The
LRS is stored in the Census Bureau’s Planning Database. Within the
ROAM application, census tracts are shaded by the LRS. The Census
Bureau predicts that the darker census tracts are harder to survey
than lighter census tracts. The idea is to identify areas that need
more attention to try to boost self-response rates there.
