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Updated Ordinance

- Submission of permit applications will become electronic
and will be reviewed and approved in the same manner
as other business permits.

- The new ordinance stresses that the Village Police for
Fire Chief can cancel a permit prior to an event due to an
emergency.

- These emergency cancellations cannot be appealed.
- Emergency cancellations do not allow for a refund of the 50%
deposit.

- Appeals to the Village Manager to overturn a permlt
request that was denied at the staff level does .QVAI
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allow for a refund of the 50% deposit
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Updated Ordinance

- The required deposit is now 50%
- Due at least 7 days before the event.

- Permits will not be issued if the deposit is not received in a timely
manner or if the event has outstanding invoices.

- Timelines have been adjusted:

- The Village will issue the invoice 30 days after the event.
- The sponsor shall pay the Village within 30 days.

- Parking and right of way fees have been removed as an

event cost.
