VII. Regular Agenda 
 

A.  Presentation and Motion to Accept the Health Department’s IPLAN 
 (20min) 

Overview: In order to maintain state certification, the Health Department is required 
 to submit the IPLAN community health assessment and strategic plan every five  
 community stakeholders to assist in the identification of health priorities for Oak Park 
 over the next five years. The five priorities identified were obesity, teen alcohol and 
 drug use, mental health for all ages, chronic disease, and the inability to access 
 adequate health and dental care. The Health Department will be partnering with 
 other organizations, over the next five years, to carry out strategies to address these 
 health priorities. The Board of Health recently reviewed, and voted to accept, the 
 2011-2016 IPLAN. An overview of the IPLAN community health data and five year 
 plan is being presented to the Village Board. The full IPLAN document can be found 
 on the Village website at www.oak-park.us/Health/index.html.  The Board is asked to 
 vote to accept the community health plan. 

 
B.  Resolution to Approve Electric Aggregation Operation Plan for the 

 Village of Oak Park’s Community Choice Aggregation Program. (30 min) 
Overview: Staff recommends that the Board approve a resolution to accept the 

 Aggregation Plan of Operation and Governance for the Oak Park Community  Choice 
 Aggregation Program.  This program allows the Village to bundle – or aggregate – 
 residential and small commercial retail electric accounts, and seek a cheaper and 
 cleaner power source.  Public input into the draft language was provided through a 
 variety of channels including public meetings and hearings, a survey and a citizens’ 
 advisory committee. The Plan outlines the roles and responsibilities of each of the 
 entities involved in the process, as well as the steps to implementing the aggregation 
 program. 

 
C.  Staff Update on the I-290 Environmental Impact Statement and 

 Timeline (60min) 
Overview: Staff will provide a brief update concerning the Eisenhower Expressway  
(I-290) Environmental Impact Statement process and associated timeline to facilitate 

 structuring a future conversation; an in-depth discussion of the technical aspects of 
 the study will be included on a future Board agenda.
