October 26, 2020 COVID-19 Status Report

The memo is a means to share a brief summary of information regarding Village of Oak Park
operational activities in response to COVID-19. In most cases, formal public guidance or employee
guidance has been publicly disseminated via the Village website or Village social media channels.

New Public Health Guidance

The Village of Oak Park Department of Public Health received notification of the following new

Excluding individuals for which street addresses are not yet determined, the State of Illinois
reports a total of eight hundred ninety-two (892) total Oak Park COVID-19 cases. Itis
important to note that as patient tracking and case follow-up occurs, individuals listed within
the number of Oak Park cases reported may change depending on residency confirmation.

The Oak Park Department of Public Health is notified of positive tests as established by state
and local public health protocol. Because of privacy laws, no additional information can be
released about the individuals. It is noted, that privacy precludes location information
regarding individuals tested to anyone other than Public Health Officials and First Responders.

The Oak Park Department of Public Health is working closely with officials from the Illinois Department
of Public Health (IDPH), investigating and notifying anyone who may have had exposure to the
individual who tested positive for COVID-19. Local public health officials, hospitals and first responders
are following protocols consistent with the latest guidance from the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC).

Oak Park and Suburban Cook (Region 10) moving to ORANGE on 10/26

Governor Pritzker and the lllinois Department of Public Health (IDPH) announced this morning
COVID-19 resurgence mitigations will be implemented in 10, which includes the Village of Oak Park
beginning at 12:01 am on Wednesday, October 28, 2020. These resurgence mitigations are being
implemented because Suburban Cook County (Region 10) has had eight consecutive days of
increases in test positivity and seven days of increased hospital admissions making it the first
region in the state to meet the metrics for additional mitigations in this way and surpass warning
levels in two categories simultaneously. The sustained increases seen in the regions exceed the
thresholds set for establishing mitigation measures under the state’s Restore Illinois Resurgence
Plan.

As was noted in this report on Friday, October 23, 2020, Oak Park has seen significant growth in
COVID-19 rates in the past week. Today, Oak Park’s seven day rolling average for confirmed cases
is 11 — an average which was at 5 confirmed daily cases only ten days ago.

Mitigation measures taking effect October 28 in Oak Park and Region 10 include:
Restaurants

¢ Noindoor dining or bar service

¢ All outdoor dining closes at 11:00 p.m.

e Outside dining tables should be 6 feet apart

e No standing or congregating indoors or outdoors while waiting for a table or exiting
e Reservations required for each party

e No seating of multiple parties at one table

Meetings, Social Events, Gatherings

¢ Limit to lesser of 25 guests or 25 percent of overall room capacity

e No party buses

¢ Gaming and Casinos close at 11:00 p.m., are limited to 25 percent capacity, and follow

mitigations for bars and restaurants, if applicable

Bars



e Noindoor service

o All outside bar service closes at 11:00 p.m.

e All bar patrons should be seated at tables outside

¢ No ordering, seating, or congregating at bar (bar stools should be removed)

e Tables should be 6 feet apart

¢ No standing or congregating indoors or outdoors while waiting for a table or exiting
¢ No dancing or standing indoors

e Reservations required for each party

e No seating of multiple parties at one table

These mitigations do not currently apply to schools.

In the coming days, IDPH will continue to track the positivity rate in both regions to determine if
mitigations can be relaxed, if additional mitigations are required, or if current mitigations should
remain in place. If the positivity rate in Region 10 averages less than or equal to 6.5% over a three-
day period, there is a decrease in hospital admissions for COVID-19 like iliness over a three-day
period, and the three-day rolling averages of ICU bed availability and medical/surgical bed
availability is greater than or equal to 20% over a seven-day period, the region will return to Phase
4 mitigations under the Restore lllinois Plan. Conversely, if the average positivity rate continues to
increase over seven out of 10 days and the hospital admissions for COVID-19 like illness continues
to increase over seven out of 10 days, more stringent mitigations can be applied. If the metrics
remain stable, the region will continue to be monitored.

Public Health Data

Public Health Director Charley has shared the following data related to COVID-19.

“New cases per 100,000 People”. This metric looks at the number of recent COVID-19 cases per
100,000 people to describe the potential number of people who are currently ill and may be
infectious. This is the number of new cases reported by IDPH in the previous week. Calculated as a
rate = [Village of Oak Park case count for 7 days] / [Village population] x100,000.
