To improve pedestnian-fnendliness, drvewayvs aloag
the comridor shoabd be reduced in number and wadth. At
the same tme, the acoess 10 alleys from Roosevell Road
must be improved 1o allow peeded parking ond service
secesn.  This will involve reconfiguning a nomber of
the Berwyn cul-de-sacs. A comprobensive strectscape
program is senely needed. (1ROT wall fund a repaving of Roosevell Road
and additional fundig for the strectscape improvements may be available
from the district engineer s discrotionary funds. )

The Village of Onk Park and the City of Berayn have very diflerent necds
in terms of housing market denund, Oak Purk has an increasing income, o
shrinking houschold size and very low vacaney males for owner and renler-
occupied bousing. Herwyn's demographics and boasing tronds suggest that
mare family bousing is peeded. Like Oak Park, Berwwn has low vacancy
rates for housing. However, the city has o growing population, houschold
sire, and o less significant increase i mcome (refer 1o Table D=4 i the
Markel Analysis section, page fi).

Action: Target multifamibly unies, Including condominiums snd reneal
apartrments to satisly Dak Park's market needs,

Ok Park’s growing morkets ome empty pesters and small non-family
bouseholds, Although the current costs [or hnt.l.ﬂg_ i% Iu"h 5““1
commmity =nd vegional benchmarks, the cost is appropnate fov the
cusrrent popalation’s meome. Market rate condon and af nts
wonld be the best bowsing options for Oak Park. Currenily, the owner-
eccupied housing sock (mestly made ap ol single Gmily hemes) of 3 104
bedrooms docs not match the demographic of its residents. The popalsiion
of cenpty nesiers who desare 1o stay i Cak Park would have an opportunity
bo transition from larper homes into smaller units. Condomininms better
sccommodate smaller household sives. are (vpieally) bess expensive than
large single fansily homes, and could potentully alleviate the housing
eraneh in Oak FPark. Oak Park appear 1o b addressing some of the demand
for condomiinnim units. New units have been developed near dewntown
ad in other parts of porthem Oak Park. Additional units can be placed in
southem Cak Parke

For smaller, mon-family houscholds in Uak Park (ie. single or roommate
houselds), apartmenis are the besl housing option. The siae and amenitics
of apartment units best fit smaller households. Also, non-family boascholds
wonlbd likely profor 1o rent raber than own, especially in femporary living
situstions. Currently, theee are no plans in place for apartnsent developnent
throughout Oak Park. The Roosevell Boad comndor could serve as o
potential site for apaniment devebopment

Action:  Target larger residental units soch o townhomes and
il tifsmily units o satisfy Berwyn's market needs.

Larger units with three bodmams ore the prefermed housing altemative e
Berayn, Larger units would be more suitsble for growing families and give
Bervon bouseholds a chanee 1o transdtion from smaller homes 10 bigger
units ns their families grow. The units can be o mix of owner and renter-
ocpupied, o scoommodaie households who desire snd con afford home
owndrahip and other houscholds that prefer renial housing. With nearly hall
of all Berwym houscholds having the incomes. to support owaer-occupiod
'hnl.ln'rgg,. addibional nM'rbcl-uuanipd units can be dr_'\clqud- B fit within a
price mage that is affordable, Also, since Berwwn houscholds have seen
Ibe smalbest incncaso i wcome compared 10 area communilics, rontal umts
would be a good sddition for houseaolds who cam bower imcomes.

There are centabn factors impacting the development ol different howsing
styles. Por owr migrview: with Betty Wopeik, Executive Director of Berwan
Development Corporation, there is concem sboul the development of
sdditional family housing in Beraaym. Because of the increase in youth
over the last decade (soc Table -1 in the Market Analysis Section, page
3}, Berwyn schools are overcrowded. According 1o the linois Siate Board
of Education, the two grade school diaricts in Berwyn, South Berwam
School [Nstricy 100 and BMorh Beroon School Dhistrigt 98 have average
clasaroom sines of 22.6 and 281, respectively, Moo fnmily bousing can
potentially increase the number of school-age children i the city, Althoagh
the development of specific styles of residentinl imits does not have o be
resimcted Lo specific stdes of the corridor, the overcrowding of schools may
bt issue thal Berwyn needs to sddecss i the Giture.

MIXEDR-LUSES & DISTRICT

The mine of housing and retail can be best wrilized ihrough mixed-use devel-
opment. Mised-use developmeont positively impacts both the resident and
thee by It provides oo goodds and services within walking dis-
tance from people’s homes and provides businesses with a Ineger consumer
base, Many of the anits along the cormidor oxist os mixed-use developmenis,
bt wo suggest increasang the number of housing units to provide more
housing opportunities for residents.

The diffeculty exists in meomporuting alresdy overburdened square foolages
af commencal on the comdor mile the groumd Moot of he med-use
buildings. Although a varety of types of commencial uses are flourishing
on the cormdor due 1o low rents, other uses than troditional retail can serve
aa ground-foor, pedestrian onented uses. Artist's stsdiow, Hght industnal
biissnesses such as printers and upholsterers, and olber businesses can cronte
interesting vimanks for the pedestrion.

[Hsariets of bypes ol vses gan be creaied, building on the vses existimg on the
site. For example, the aforementioned printing businesses can be expanded
upon (o include graphic desipners.  Marketing 1o these types ol biisinesses
could create an sgglomerntion of these services. Another potential distnet
could e o musicion’s district, building on the success of Fitzpernld's. Antisa
hosising could be developed and other 1ypes of businesses associated with
the miusic mdustry could be marketed, such as recording siudios or music
stores. The eatertainment outbet recommensled in the market analysis could
alen e located in this district

Creerwhelmingly, Berwyn and Oak Park residents are concerned with three main issues
on the Roosevelt Street Comridor: Cleanliness, Parking, and Traffic. The following is
adlapeed from residents’ responses:

residents” yands. The Salvation's Army clutter should be taken core of, Betier
wanitation by the cach municipality is needed for cleaning up Roosevell Road
overall,

Tralfic is-a large and significant probdem on Roosevelt Road, especially speeding,
making it unsafe for pedestrians, especlilly chiklren amd the elderly, Trucks from
Turano's consistenily block maffic and park in the middie of the rosd. making
imlTic even mone copgested. To avoid imffic on Roosevelt Road, people wse
alleys as altermative routes and speed down these paths as well. When there ane
ot peophe speeding in the alkey, there are trscks there, blocking alley trffic for
residents. More needs 1o be done to make Roosevell Road more pedestrian and
bike friendly.

Parking availability has been an issue, especially with the local hariavem's
customers (e Fitepernlds) Parking on the street is very limited nnd is too
restricted (with only 2 howr lomits) for local customers. People often have o walk
o far froen their hones when parking, from their parking space. Esch
municipality should consider more off-street parking and larger lots for
baisinesies.
