Helpful Safety Tips

1. Always lock your doors and windows.

2. Install bright outdoor lighting with

motion detection.

3. Trim bushes and trees so burglars can't
hide and so branches don’t block lighting.

4. If you have an alarm system, use it. Post the

warning signs or window decals on your property.
5. If you suspect an intruder is in your home,
do not enter. Call 911 immediately.

PERSONAL SAFETY

1. Trust your instincts. Cross the street
to avoid groups that are loitering or hanging out.

2. Be aware of your surroundings and avoid
walking alone.

3. Give up your possessions. Don't give

up your life.

4. Plan a safe, well traveled route, and avoid
